b) When from five to eight races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of

her race scores excluding her worst score.

c) When nine or more races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her

race scores excluding her two worst scores
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13 Support Boats

14 Launching Restrictions 

14.1 Unless otherwise directed by the organising Authority, all competing boats and equipment 

shall be launched and retrieved from the BOIYC Ramp

15. Radio Communication

15.1 Except in an emergency, a boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive 

radio communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to mobile 

telephones.  

16 Prizes 

16.1 Prizes will be awarded to the first three youth boats, the first three all girl boats and the first open 
team in the Regatta. There may be other prizes awarded by the Organising Authority.

16.2 The top New Zealand entrant will be the New Zealand champion for 2020 and will be awarded

the 29er Association of New Zealand trophy.

17.1 Competitors participate in the Regatta entirely at their own risk. See rule 4, Decision to Race. 

The organising authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or
