participants race scores. If five or more races have been completed a boats’ series 

score will be the total of the participants race scores less their worst score.  

 

9.0 Prizes  
9.1 The following prizes will be awarded:  

 

1st, 2nd, 3rd in each class. With a fleet size of 8 or more. 

1st place in each class to a fleet smaller than 8 boats 

  

 

Three (3) boats are required to constitute a fleet 

 

10.0 Team Support Boats  
 

10.1 Team support boats will be allowed.  

10.2 Team Support boats must be registered with the Organising Authority and must 

stay 100 metres outside the race course area.   



 

11.0 Launching  
 

Unless otherwise directed by the Organising Authority, all competing boats shall be 

launched and retrieved from the small boat ramp at Bay of Islands Yacht Club.  

 

12.0 Accommodation & Food 
 

The preferred venue for accommodation is the Copthorne Hotel. Copthorne Hotel is 

located right next to the club.
